There is an annual rental fee payable by Plotters for their plot and due before October 31st  each year. The current fee schedule is shown below. Please note it is your responsibility to ensure that this fee is paid on time as failure to do so may result  in your plot being re-allocated to a new applicant. If there is a good reason why you cannot make the payment, please ring the Farm Manager to discuss  ASAP.
The Farm has a strict "Use it or Lose it" policy regarding the plots. As well, the privilege of having a plot carries other rights and responsibilities set out in the 'Plotters Pledge Agreement' issued with this letter. You will be asked to sign this

indicating you will accept and honour this agreement.

If you cannot fully utilise your plot the CCF offers an option of sharing with someone on the waiting list until they are offered a plot of their own.

CCF Plotter’s Pledge Agreement
As a Plotter, I agree that I will
· Use and maintain my plot to the best of my ability and in a way that does not  interfere with other plots or the rights or safety of my fellow plotters.

· Comply with all water restrictions set by the State Government or CCF and try to take measures that prevent wastage in my plot.

· Use only non-chemical means to manage weeds and pests in my plot.

· Understand the opportunity of having a plot is a privilege and not a right.

· If a red marker is placed in my plot, make contact with the Farm Manager to discuss the problem and rectify it, otherwise I may risk losing it. 

· Maintain (keep weed free and clear) the paths around my plot.

· Uphold my responsibility to share in maintaining the plotting gardens by attending 4 Working Bees of 3 hours duration held on the 4th Saturday of the month, 10 times a year. Other people may help if plotter is present.

· Help ensure the security of both Farm and plots by always closing the gates after me and locking the lower gate whenever leaving the plots and can see no other plotter present.

· Be responsible for the supervision of children and/or pets that I bring to the plots (dogs must be on a lead)and prevent them from causing damage or being a nuisance to other plotters.
· Be a resident of the City of Yarra and will notify the Farm of any change to my contact details, including email address.
· Use the communal  tools from the shed safely and return them to the shed.

As A Plotter I agree that I will not
· Expect the Farm to be responsible for the removal of rubbish and unwanted plant material from my plot.  Neither will I provide plant material as feed for the livestock unless under direction of a CCF staff member.

· Allow any fencing or other material on my plot to be a potential safety hazard to other people in the plots.

· Expect the CCF to accept liability for any loss of my personal possessions in the plots, or for any injury I may sustain when working in the plots.

I have read and understand the above Plotter’s Pledge and accept that they are part of the responsibility that comes with having a plot.
